The mains lead of this appliance may be already fitted with a BS 1363
13 A plug. Should the fuse need to be replaced, a 13 A ASTA appro-
ved BS 1362 fuse must be used.

It your socket outlet is not suitable tor the plug, then the plug must be
remaoved (cut oft it it is a moulded on plug) and an appropriate one fit-
ted. Warning : dispose of a plug that has been cut from the power
supply cord, as such a plug is hazardous it inserted in a live 13 A socket
outlet elsewhere in the house.

Always replace the fuse cover after fitting a fuse. The plug must NOT
be used if the cover is omitted or lost until a replacement is obtained
